Space Voyage offers an intensive program of learning and
confidence building within a space motif. Space Voyage
brings to life the importance of math and science, builds
confidence through genuine achievement, and offers a fun
and fantastic place for kids to learn and grow. Space Voyage
Academy can be an initial experience for beginning students
or a continuation of space flight studies for those who have
already completed one or more levels in Space Voyage
Academy. More than 300,000 students from all over the
United States have experienced the challenge and thrill of
thinking like an astronaut in a Space Voyage program. This
summer, Space Voyage Academy will offer nine weeks of
programming at Summit Ridge Middle School in Littleton,
Colorado. Participants can come for one or more weeks.

Space Voyage Academy is designed

Shuttle Flight and Space Station Simulations.

For the Pathfinders (ages 5-8) the program is one of
awareness and exploration. With hundreds of activities to
select from, the instructors design weeklong programs
unique to the strengths and interests of participants. Every
Pathfinder is able to earn their Space Flight Medal of Honor.
Requirements are process based and include: Do your best,
ask questions, tell the instructors what you need and work as
a team when asked.

In the Astronaut Cadet program each student becomes
part of a shuttle crew to explore and master the complex
operations involved in shuttle flight, building and managing a
functioning space station. Students experience the complex
processes, procedures and functions involved in planning,

operations, building a Space Station and

for students with an interest in the area of
space exploration. The program immerses
students in thinking and working “as-if” they
are astronauts. The academy is organized
into multiple levels of achievement with
each level having its own set of skills and
objectives.

To be successful students should:
1) Be interested in space,
2) Be capable of independent work,
3) Have the maturity of a child his/her age.

Space Voyage Academy is a regional
day camp. Space Voyage offers a
sophisticated model of instruction where
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conducting research. The activities of the
Astronaut Cadet curriculum are well defined,
and include: manned flight studies, space
station construction, living and working in
microgravity, mission patch design, space
art, space history and economics and new
technologies. Other topics related to
manned space flight are explored and
studied. These include robotics, new space
vehicles, commercial space, pilot skills,
building models and inflatables and current
events.

At Space Voyage Academy, students are
given the freedom to select activities in
which they are interested, the power to

completing and evaluating shuttle flight
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students are immersed with their "crews" in
manned space studies. All possible reality-based processes
and procedures of America’s space program are integrated
into the program. Space Voyage Academy is organized into
week long programs. This summer we are offering three
additional “alpha” programs for cadets that have completed
at least one week of SVA.

This
summer, Space Voyage Academy offers three types of
programs: Pathfinder Programs (for ages 5-8), Astronaut
Cadet (Levels 1-5) for ages 9-16, and the new Alpha Cadet
program for ages 9-16. The Alpha Cadet programs are
theme based and include: Designer/Inventor, Historian/
Videographer, and Modern Artist.

Each crew develops a sense of belonging, building real
friendships and peer-to-peer alliances. Many students return
from one year to the next, progressing through the program
and staying in touch with new friends.

About The Program Director.

Leadership for each week-long study is provided by Dr.
Mark “Doc” Palmere, Ph.D. Dr. Palmere has an extensive
background in inspiring, motivating and empowering high-
potential students. Dr. Palmere has worked with the Space
Voyage programs since 1987, immersing students in
“thinking like an astronaut” and encouraging skill
development in the areas of problem solving,
communication, teamwork, aeronautics and leadership. Dr.
Palmere holds a B.S. in biological science, a master’'s
degree in educational psychology and a double doctorate in
child-school psychology; and, school administration,
curriculum and instruction. Instructors at the camp are
carefully screened, are experts is space station simulation,
and have completed a rigorous apprenticeship.
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Achievement- Everyone Achieves Their Own Medal.

Specific objectives for each program are given to the
students at the beginning of the program week. Instructors
and Camp Counselors assist, guide, and monitor progress of
each student, signing off requirements upon completion.
When all objectives are complete, an instructor formally
recommends the student for recognition of completion of that
level. At an awards ceremony, a Space Flight Medal of
Honor is presented. Space Voyage Academy is designed
for every student to achieve.

Astronaut Pathfinder Programs ... For ages 5-9.

Pathfinder Level is based on grade level in the

coming fall. Focus is on awareness and exploration
of space studies and concepts through hands-on activities.
The evaluation criteria of the pathfinder program are: Do
your best; Tell your instructor what you need; Ask questions;
and, Work as a team when asked. Obijectives are process
oriented. Virtually all Pathfinders are highly successful and
earn a Space Flight Medal of Honor.

—»_ Astronaut Cadet Levels... For ages 9-16.
“ The different cadet levels of the academy are
based on the knowledge, skill, confidence and
experience needed to complete the objectives for that level.
The scientific method, vision and persistence are the
cornerstones of our achievement model. Each level of
achievement builds on the one before, allowing the students
to experience an open-ended and sophisticated learning
experience that takes place across time.

In terms of objectives, Cadets have a specific set of
requirements for each program level and can progress at
their own pace. Once the requirements for a program level
are achieved, the Flight Director formally recommends
advancement to the next level. While Levels 1 and 2 can
take a week or less, Levels 3, 4 and 5 may take two or more
weeks. An awards ceremony is held on the last day of each
program week and a SVA Spaceflight Medal of Honor is
awarded to each achieving student.

Level 1 Exploration and introduction to spaceflight
mission planning, space shuttle flight operations, space
station construction, and teamwork.

Level 2 Mastery of spaceflight mission planning, shuttle
flight, space pod control, flight documentation and teamwork.

Level 3 Proficiency in space operations. Successful
construction of a space station and management of a
research project aboard the Space Station. Introduction to
advanced flight simulation including mastery of the shuttle
landing sequences. Level 3 may be done in one week, but
typically takes two or more weeks to complete.

Level 4 Expertise in space operations. In Level 4,
students function as the Space Administrator of space
operations as well as crew. Long term strategic planning,
management, and documentation of multiple research
project are the focus of Level 4. Cadets are challenged to
achieve two scientific breakthroughs.

Level 5 Author a novel or radio drama based on actual
events that could occur aboard a space station. Technical
knowledge, organizational discipline, task commitment and
following directions are keys to being successful. In Level 5,
cadets share their expertise and interests in manned space
flight.

Cadet program, this program is objective based and
students can work at their own pace. To qualify for this
program, students must have completed Astronaut-Cadet
Level 1 (either last summer or this summer).

the Space Voyage Academy. This program was
inspired by last summers highly popular “Pitchman” activity
that invited crews to make video commercial for their space
stations. Participants will learn about the rules and tools of
“thinking like a historian / journalist.” The journalism and
videography completed will utilize participants at the
academy for content. Alpha Cadets will learn how to use a
video set with one and two cameras, green-screen
technology, write action scripts, learn how to use a
teleprompter, and edit their work. To qualify for is program,
students must have completed Astronaut-Cadet Level 1
(either last summer or this summer).

promotion and instructional support. Learn about
white space, tiling techniques, patience and perseverance
in using modern computers and printers.

E. Robotics - Explore the use of robots in space and on earth and
complete an assortment of hand-eye coordination activities with
robots.

F. Space History, Economics, and Politics - Explore the history of
space flight... past, present and future. Learn about the new
inventors of America’s next space fleet.

G. Space Novels, Radio Dramas and Puppet Shows - Listen to,
read and critique space novels, radio dramas, space skits and
puppet shows produced by students and staff.

Q: How old is the camp and who
started it?

A: Space Voyage Simulations was
created by Dr. Palmere in 1987 in
Houston, TX. The first Space Voyage
Academy summer was in 1991. The
program has had the highest fidelity of
any space based camp in the world,

with Doc consulting with camps in
Germany, Canada and the US. Dr.
Palmere’s focus on meeting the
needs of every child, inspiring and
motivating students is nationally
recognized.
